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Hyde Park (A dance for 4 pairs: 6/8)
Form a large square with one pair on each side, facing inwards with Dark colours as usual on the left of each partnership. Leave enough space between each pair to allow another pair to roll through between you.
Introduction [4]
Part 1: Hyde Park Corner

Head pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
Pairs at the top and bottom of the square (the ‘head’ pairs) roll forwards to meet each other.

And back again [4]
Pairs roll back to their places.
Side pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
Pairs at the sides of the square (the ‘side’ pairs) roll forwards to meet each other.

And back again [4]
Pairs roll back to their places.

Head pairs greet [4]

Pairs at the top and bottom of the square (the ‘head’ pairs) roll forwards to meet each other. 
And back through the side pairs to your places [12].

Each of the head partners turns outwards and returns to their places through the nearest side pair.
Side pairs greet [4]
Pairs at the sides of the square (the ‘side’ pairs) roll forwards to meet each other. 

And back through the head pairs to your places [12].

Each of the side partners turns outwards and returns to their places through the nearest head pair.

Part 2: Marble Arch

Head pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
Pairs at the top and bottom of the square (the ‘head’ pairs) roll forwards to meet each other.

And back again [4]
Pairs roll back to their places.

Side pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
Pairs at the sides of the square (the ‘side’ pairs) roll forwards to meet each other.

And back again [4]
Pairs roll back to their places.

Head pairs roll outwards through the sides to return to your places [16]
The head pairs turn away from each other and roll round the square, through the side pairs and back to their places. 
Side pairs roll outwards through the heads to return to your places [16]
The side pairs turn away from each other and roll round the square, through the head pairs and back to their places.  
Part 3: Serpentine

Head pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
Pairs at the top and bottom of the square (the ‘head’ pairs) roll forwards to meet each other.

And back again [4]
Pairs roll back to their places.

Side pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
Pairs at the sides of the square (the ‘side’ pairs) roll forwards to meet each other.

And back again [4]
Pairs roll back to their places.

Dark colours snake clockwise back to your places [16]
Dark colours turn left and roll round clockwise, crossing in front of the first Light colour they meet, behind the second, in front of the third and behind the fourth to finish in their original place.

Light colours snake anti-clockwise back to your places [16]
Light colours turn right and roll round anti-clockwise, crossing in front of the first Dark colour they meet, behind the second, in front of the third and behind the fourth to finish in their original place.

FINISH.
TIP: If some dancers have more experience than others, make them the head pairs/ Light colours. Then the less experienced dancers will be able to see each movement before they have to do it themselves.

Head pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
And back again [4]
Side pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
And back again [4]
Head pairs roll outwards through the sides to return to your places [16]
Side pairs roll outwards through the heads to return to your places [16]
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Part 3: Serpentine

Head pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
And back again [4]
Side pairs roll forward to greet each other [4] 
And back again [4]
Dark colours snake clockwise back to your places [16]
Light colours snake anti-clockwise back to your places [16]

FINISH.
TIP: If some dancers have more experience than others, make them the head pairs/ Light colours. Then the less experienced dancers will be able to see each movement before they have to do it themselves.
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
